Editorial: A LITTLE EXERCISE IS BETTER THAN NONE! While
most of the boys you see in the physique books exercise to make
their bodies attractive, some people fail to realize the vital neces-
sity of everyone, everyday doing regular exercise to keep his body
healthy, No matter how indifferent we may be to ctiticisms of our
physical shortcomings, we cannot ignore the many unpleasant ef-
fects of the degeneration that a completely inactive life brings on.
Often headaches, backaches, poor digestion etc. con be at-
tributed to lack of exercise. We are not suggesting that maximum
health depends on heavy workouts with barbells which while most ef-
ficacious in forming large, hypertrophied muscles will be of limited
and sometimes negative value in maintaining good physical condition.
Almost any sport resulting in a great deal of movement will do
the job for us. Failing the time or facilities for daily sports, ashort
period of calisthenics will odmirably serve our purpose. Fifteen min-
utes a day would be fine--BUT if for any reason we feel too lazy to
put in that fifteen minutes, then cut it down to ten minutes, or five,
ortwo, but ot least do something. Go through at least a couple of

IS! Anyone who has ever had to "deny" himself desired foods
because he knows they would add to his weight problem has no
doubt wished for some completely non-nutritive but appetite
satisfying assortment of food.

WAS THE POLICEMAN WHO WAS "OFFENDED" BY HEALTH &
EXERCISE FILMS A PERVERT?  In the Southem Califomia area
recently a police group asked the city council for legislation to
require a police permit for the showing of either live television
of motion pictures in abar. (At present the law requires only
that a permit be required for live entertai .)  Of course,
permits are never issued to bars which let in people of different
moral convictions than the police in control. According to one
of the newspapers the new legislation was requested because a
certain policeman claimed that some of the health and exercise
films he had reviewed had been shown to attract deviate groups.
However, on investigating we found that the makers of the films
prepared them in the interest of good health and to encourage
others to take a similar interest and the bar owners showing them
apparently shared the same objectives, as this was certainly the
tone of their advertising, which carried not an iota of sensuality.

One wonders with what authority the policeman speaks. A pos-
sible exclamation might be that he recognizes himself to be a
degenerate, and in as much as he finds himself personally sexual-
ly stimulated by such films, he assumes that others share his ab-
beration.

Actually we believe that his narrow attitude does not re-

flect the nature of the majority of police in our area. In Los
Angeles all young rookies must spend a certain amount of time on
the vice squad whether they like it or not--and many really de-
spise it. They are eager to fight real crime and not peek down
drainpipes in toilets (which incidentally was declared an uncon-
stitutional practice in a Long Beach case) In L. A, to keep their
job many otherwise decent young policemen must indulge in
Such disgusting practices as sexual entrapment. But the police o
department says it is only enforcing the law that the people want.
The "people" need a lot of educating! Are you doing your share?
